In December of 2021, Ray and I asked Cezar Levy, 
our local AWA assistant, his wife Muriel and a group 
of Pathfinders in Puerto Cabezas, Nicaragua to put 
together the annual distribution of 25 lbs of flour for 
each of the 48 community families in La Tronquera. 
But Cezar had a better idea. This year your donations 
and a donation of clothing from the local SDA 
church in Puerto Cabezas gave us the opportunity to 
give more than just flour. This simple gesture to the 

community not only from AWA but from local SDA 
families strengthened the outreach ties in that region.

After loading up the truck to maximum capacity, Cezar 
and the Pathfinders drove 3 hours to deliver the gift bags 
to the community of La Tronquera. Along the way they 
handed out smaller gift items to the local children in each 
community as they passed through. On arrival they met 
with Elder Johnny who gathered the community families 
together and distributed each bag that included:

•	 10 lbs flour
•	 10 lbs rice
•	 10 lbs sugar
•	 Various condiments such as cinnamon
•	 Personal Toiletries such as soap for laundry and bathing

•	 Clothing ... and so much more

The blessings continue in 2022 as Cezar is still 
distributing packages in Puerto Cabezas to those who pass 
by his business. Additionally, he drives around giving to the 
poorest families who are still struggling from the hurricane 
of 2020.

Many times in aviation we are 
thankful for what does not happen.  
Recently we had an experience 
wherein we could see the Lord’s 
hand of protection.  

We had been requested to fly 
the Regional Chairperson and two 
other passengers from the village 
of Baramita back to our home base, 
Mabaruma.  Although the flight 
was a little delayed due to weather, 
I (Darren) met the officials there, 
and we prepared for departure.  
Holding the brakes, I pushed in the 
throttle for take-off from Baramita.  
The engine reached full power and 
I released the brakes and headed 
down the runway.  On performing 

the pre-landing checks I noticed 
nothing amiss.  It was only when 
we landed on the Mabaruma 
runway that I realized my right 
brake was not working.  Since the 
brakes also affect steering, it was a 
struggle to keep the plane centered 
on the runway with only one brake 
working.  I was praying we could 
stop in time.  The short tar strip 
sped by beneath us as we saw the 
end drawing closer.  I couldn’t use 
the full braking capacity of the left. 
I was still going too fast.  There was 
only one other thing I could do.  As 
we went off the end of the runway 
and onto the short section of grass 
I lifted my right foot (which was 
helping with the steering) while 
pressing my left foot to the floor, 
and applied full left brake, which 
swung the plane around 180 
degrees.  Thankfully we weren’t 
going too fast for this.  I taxied 
over to the hangar and as I did 
so, the Chairperson commented, 

“The Lord is merciful!”  I agreed.  
Conditions on the runway could 
have been far less favourable.  One 
look at the leaking hydraulic fluid 
revealed the cause.  I was able 
to locate the crack the next day.  
Thankfully, I had a similar piece 
of aluminum piping on hand and 
could replace the section within a 
couple of hours.   

A few days later we were 
requested to fly a patient to 
Bemichi, a village about halfway 
between Mabaruma and the capital.  
When I met the man I learned 
that he had just had surgery.  His
